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Personal Hygiene

· All children are reminded to wash their hands after using the toilet.

· Children are reminded to flush the toilet after use.

· Children are encouraged to shield their mouths when coughing and to use a tissue when necessary.

· Soiled tissues are disposed of hygienically.

· Paper towels are used and disposed of appropriately.

· Hygiene rules relating to bodily fluids are followed with particular care and all staff are aware of how infection can be transmitted. (See safety, section 2)

1 Cleaning and Clearing

· Gloves are to be worn when dealing with spills of bodily fluids.

· Spills of blood, vomit or excrement to be wiped up and disposed of down the toilet.

· Floors and other affected surfaces are to be disinfected with the appropriate cleaning agents, following manufacturer’s instructions.

· Fabrics contaminated with bodily fluids are to be thoroughly washed in hot water (95 degree Celsius wash).

· Cuts should be washed with water and the surrounding area with soap and water.

· Cuts and abrasions should be covered with an appropriate dressing.

· All surfaces are to be cleaned daily with appropriate cleaner.

· Toys and equipment are cleaned half-termly or better.

2 Food

· Always wash hands under running water before handling food.

· Never cough or sneeze over food.

· Use different cloths for kitchen and toilet areas.

· Keep food covered and either refrigerated or piping hot.

· Ensure waste is disposed of properly and out of reach of the children.

· Keep a lid on bins and wash hands after using them.

· Wash fresh fruit and vegetables thoroughly before use.

· Any food or drink that requires heating will be heated immediately prior to serving and not left standing.

· No food or drink will be reheated.

· Tea towels will be kept scrupulously clean and washed regularly.

3 Animals

· Parents will be informed about animals being on the premises, e.g. as part of curriculum / topic work.

· Animals will only be brought in on a daily basis.

· All children will be supervised when handling animals.

· All children and staff will ensure hands are washed after handling animals.
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
